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Colossians 4:1-3 — Masters, provide your slaves with what is right and fair,
because you know that you also have a Master in heaven.

2 Devote yourselves to prayer, being watchful and thankful. 3 And pray for
us, too, that God may open a door for our message, so that we may proclaim the
mystery of Christ, for which | am in chains.

Colossians 4:4-6 — Pray that | may proclaim it clearly, as | should. 5 Be wise in
the way you act toward outsiders; make the most of every opportunity. ¢ Let
your conversation be always full of grace, seasoned with salt, so that you may
know how to answer everyone.

Luke 6:31 — Do to others as you would have them do to you.

Mark 12:30-31 — Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your
soul and with all your mind and with all your strength.’ 3' The second is this: ‘Love
your neighbor as yourself.” There is no commandment greater than these.”

Colossians 3:19 — Husbands, love your wives and do not be harsh with them.

Ephesians 5:28 — In this same way, husband’s ought to love their wives as their own
bodies. He who loves his wife loves himself.

Colossians 3:18 — Wives, submit yourselves to your husbands, as is fitting in the
Lord.

Colossians 3:8-10 — But now you must also rid yourselves of all such things

as these: anger, rage, malice, slander, and filthy language from your lips. ° Do not
lie to each other, since you have taken off your old self with its practices. ° and
have put on the new self, which is being renewed in knowledge in the image of its
Creator.

Colossians 2:6-10 — So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue
to live your lives in him, 7 rooted and built up in him, strengthened in the faith as
you were taught, and overflowing with thankfulness.

8 See to it that no one takes you captive through hollow and deceptive
philosophy, which depends on human tradition and the elemental spiritual forces of
this world rather than on Christ.

° For in Christ all the fullness of the Deity lives in bodily form, ' and in Christ
you have been brought to fullness. He is the head over every power and authority.

Colossians 1:15 -20 — The Son is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn

over all creation. '™ For in him all things were created: things in heaven and on
earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all
things have been created through him and for him. 7 He is before all things, and

in him all things hold together. ® And he is the head of the body, the church; he

is the beginning and the firstborn from among the dead, so that in everything he
might have supremacy. ° For God was pleased to have all his fullness dwell in him,
20 and through him to reconcile to himself all things, whether things on earth or
things in heaven, by making peace through his blood, shed on the cross.

Colossians1:21-23 — Once you were alienated from God and were enemies in your
minds because of your evil behavior. 22 But now he has reconciled you by Christ’s
physical body through death to present you holy in his sight, without blemish and
free from accusation— 23 if you continue in your faith, established and firm, and do
not move from the hope held out in the gospel. This is the gospel that you heard
and that has been proclaimed to every creature under heaven, and of which |, Paul,
have become a servant.
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
